
Estate Exchange (ICREX), improving the 
ICBR website and communication, in-
creasing state-wide outreach, providing 
better member benefits, and expansion of 
the annual conference. These task forces 
have started working with plans to gener-
ate 100% member participation in ICREX, 
to expand the conference to two days, 
and to roll-out a full redesign of our web-
site early 2009.  
 
ICREX: On March 13, 2008, the ICBR Board of Directors 
met with the Principal Broker  members at the CIE Sum-
mit and came away with a very clear mandate to move for-
ward with development of ICREX, the Indiana Commercial 
Real Estate Information Exchange.  After focused delibera-
tion, considerable resources from savings have been allo-
cated toward additional staffing and marketing of 
ICREX. Virtual short -term success of ICREX will be ensured 
by 100% participation by  ICBR members to populate the 
exchange with their listings. Long-term success will be real-
ized when 100% of commercial brokers in Indiana are using 
ICREX on a daily basis. This is our preferred future! 
 
Collaboration: ICBR continues to work closely with the Indi-
ana Economic Development Corporation (IEDC) and its 
LEDO's throughout the State to provide greater and easier 
access for our members and their clients in matching prop-
erties with prospects. Nathan Feltman, President of the 
IEDC continues to work closely with our leadership. We plan 
to make sure that IEDC is fully engaged in ICREX and that 
both organizations can benefit from the sharing of property 
information statewide so all our members can benefit.  
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It has been my privilege and honor to serve ICBR as Presi-
dent during 2008. I sincerely feel that the efforts of the lead-
ership of ICBR, including our Executive Committee, Board of 
Directors and ICBR Committees, will provide benefits to our 
members for years to come. 
  
Membership: Once again, we have exceeded record mem-
bership levels approaching 700 members Statewide.  
As ICBR continues to provide our members greater benefits, 
we believe we will continue this trend of membership growth 
throughout the state. The State of Indiana is better poised 
than most other states to succeed during this turbulent time 
and it is more important than ever for ICBR to have a united 
voice.  
  
Legislation: ICBR must continue to take an active role to 
keep members and their clients informed, and to ensure our 
concerns are heard by the State Legislature.  As the State of 
Indiana starts reducing its revenue by implementing the one 
percent (1%) tax on residential real estate by 2010, the state 
will need to find other ways to generate revenue. Commer-
cial property owners already are being asked to front a tax 
rate three times that of the others. Fears that the state will 
replace this lost revenue by generating sales taxes on prop-
erty owners and on broker commissions will become a real-
ity if we are not prepared.  ICBR pledges to keep our mem-
bers informed of developments that affect our industry and 
will look to members for support and participation in defense 
of commercial real estate professionals. 
 
Strategic Planning: The ICBR Board of Directors met ear-
lier in the year to determine how to grow the organization 
and better serve our members. The Board decided to create 
five task forces focusing on the Indiana Commercial Real
