House by January 31 and the entire Senate by 

January 30. 

These resolutions effectively scrap the "uniform 

and equal" language in the Indiana Constitution.  

Instead, they authorize the General Assembly to 

tax properties of equal value unequally and 

unfairly based on how the property is classified 

(used).  

Moreover, they would establish a state policy 

that says business property should be taxed up to 

three times the rate of other property 

classifications. The Indiana Chamber has a long-

standing policy position in opposition to property 

taxation that differentiates based on 

classification. This drastic course of action is not 

necessary to provide meaningful property tax 

relief and would prove extremely detrimental to 

our economy as it would discourage capital 

investment. 

While it’s important that any property tax 

solution be beneficial to homeowners, it can’t 

come at the severe detriment to the business 

community. 

Action Needed: Contact your senator and 

representative today and urge them to oppose the 

1%, 2%, 3% tax cap proposal!
